In »Dolenjska region’s
Venice«, in the temple of Slovenian  xpressionism housed in a former Cistercian monastery, you will get to explore your
artistic side (time to get in touch with your inner artists!)

Visit Castle Mokrice
Next to the castle is a majestic, more than two hundred years old English park with the castle chapel of St. Anne, beautiful
copies of baroque figures of the Four Seasons, which otherwise adorn the castle courtyard, and ponds sheltered by mighty
and exotic plants. The park began to take shape at a time when the castle was owned by the famous Auersperg family, and
the strongest stamp was left on it by Nikolai Tolentin Auersperg. He traveled a lot around the world and brought foreign,
even exotic species of plants from everywhere, planted them in his home park and took care of them. And another
suggestion: take a closer look at the statues and find out which one represents which time of year - and how!

Lunch at Gostilna Šempeter
Šempeter restaurant has been serving Slovene and local foods and spreading the visibility of Slovenian cuisine for many
years.

They also satisfy
the tastes of even the most demanding guests.

The meal will be followed by a visit to a smithy, where you will have the opportunity to forge your own horseshoe (there’s no
such things as too much good luck, after all!)

Visit Rajhenburg Castle & Chocolate Experience
Perched on a rocky prominence sixty metres above the confluence of the Brestanica stream and river Sava, Rajhenburg
Castle has dominated the surrounding countryside for centuries. It was built between 1131 and 1147 by Archbishop Konrad
of Salzburg, a powerful landowner. The oldest, Romanesque part of the building dates to this period. For centuries, the
castle and its surrounding estate were managed by agents or ministeriales, who took the castlle’s name ‘Reichenburg’. The
Reichenburgs were an influential family and received knighthood in the fifteenth century.

In 1881, Rajhenburg Castle was bought by Trappist monks and converted into a monastery. It remained active until April
1941, when the German authorities transformed the castle and its outbuildings into a deportation camp for Slovenes. In
1947, the Trappist order was dissolved and the castle nationalised.

Today, the fully restored structure is managed by Kulturni Dom Krško, a local cultural institution. The castle’s visitors can
attend various events (concerts, plays, lectures, etc.), and learn about the history of the castle, town, and its wider area at
permanent and temporary exhibitions. As they stroll through the building, they gain insight into the castle's architectural
development in the Romanesque, Gothic, and Renaissance periods up until present day.

In 2014, a herb garden was established on the carefully laid-out castle grounds. This element of Trappist heritage is
further revived through cultural and tourism events such as the Rajhenburg Chocolate and Liqueurs Day and the
Rajhenburg Sparkling Wine and Cheese Day.

The Chocolaterie 

The Rajhenburg Castle history boasts the legacy of the Trappist monks, who were the first to carry out industrial chocolate
production in Slovenia.

Today chocolate is produced at the House of Mozer near Rajhenburg Castle in collaboration with the Kunej House of Vines,
Wine, and Chocolate. This is a lasting effect of the ‘The influence of the Trappist order on the Posavje countryside’ project,
acronym Trapistin.
